Banks statements, list of bills and finance reports submitted for review.  List of bills at $18,877.  Changes made as requested last month and set up a Capital Projects Fund. 
Communications:
· Letter received from Liquid fuels verifying Semple Avenue is on the list

· Notification received from Cargill regarding the premium price increase if we go up 125%.  We are still below at about 96%.  Reserve available for emergencies, delivery expected.

· Letter from Allegheny County Development regarding the change in CDBG money applications for this year.  The time frame of applications is changing.  This year demolition contracts are still not approved.

· Worked with Solicitor Means completing paperwork on the petition submitted by homeowner on HiVue involving the Township. The Township has no legal responsibility in this petition and has been dismissed.  

· Paperwork for Pension Fund review received.
· Auditors completed the 2013 audit and will file by March 31.  Review to be held after the paperwork is completed.

· Action required on the discount period change on Real Estate Tax payments.

Question regarding the salt usage for this year.  We purchased the remaining 2013 quota in July at the 2013 price. 2014 estimate was 300 ton.  To date we are at about 96%.  Required to buy 80% of the projection, over 125% is at premium price.  Costars price is still better at $57.61 to $80.31.  Discussion followed on lack of salt deliveries. Minimum deliveries are allowed at this point based on how much is used for 2 salt passes.

· Chapter 94 Report is completed and submitted on time to Alcosan.  Yearly report to Alcosan on what was done in the Township to deal with deficiencies.  Nothing has been done in the last year.

Discussion followed regarding the Joint Planning   Commission and the need to update the Comprehensive Plan. This update is required every 10 years.  Tri-Boros Zoning Commission is supporting Kilbuck joining his Commission. Valois has volunteered to attend meetings.  We need 1-3 residents to help with this project.  Dilmore stated that our current Comprehensive Plan has not been done in 14 years, Ben Avon Heights has been 17 years.  We have secured some funds now with a plans for future funds.  Avalon, Bellevue and Ben Avon are part of the Tri-Boros Zoning and are now doing the 10 year update.  Our timetable puts us behind them and will require more funds for our portion. Valois stated that an Intergovernmental Agreement will need to be established to include Kilbuck in this process.
