MINUTES

       March 26, 2013
Meeting called to order by Chairman Fader at 7:00pm.
Pledge of Allegiance.

Attendance: Fader, Tomaro, Valois, Means, Dilmore and Makatura.  
Valois moved to accept Minutes of March 26, 2013, Kilbuck Township Workshop and Board of Supervisors Meetings.  Tomaro 2nd, approved 3-0.

Water drainage followup on her mother’s property. 
Dilmore called Mr. Reinhardt from District 11, PENNDOT, and waiting on what their recommendation would be.  No catch basins are in that area.  Not clear what the Township’s responsibility is in that regard and the repair.  Will take the Engineer to the site and review.  Giovengo and Moore stated the contractor changed the slope of the road and say it is the State’s problem.  Dilmore will wait to hear from Reinhardt.
Finance:
Dilmore stated the packets were available to the Supervisor’s for review.

The fire hall sale is not reflected in the statements due to the timing of the closing on February 28.

Contacted by Chris Bell, Jordan Tax.  Under the contract they need to have one day of collecting real estate tax at a municipal building.  This will be May 30 at Avalon Borough. This date will be advertised.
Solicitor:

An Executive Session was held immediately prior to this meeting to cover various legal issues.

Walmart’s payment has been received in the amount they were previously invoiced.

A Supervisor, Mr. Valois, is interested in renting a portion of the Township Building.  This can be done
, using a public process to approve any rental.  Publish an advertisement, indicating availability, stating the square footage, terms of use and a deadline.  Fader and Tomaro would review proposals. Valois would also abstain on the vote.  In addition, before a lease is executed, write to the State Ethics Commission for an advice of council describing the proposed lease procedure. They will give an advice on whether they approve and if there is a conflict of interest.  If there is a conflict, we would not proceed.
Valois stated why he would like to rent this space and also, the possibility if it does not work for him, we could offer it to someone that could use the space.  The board needs to determine what the desired rent would be and if there is any other public interest.  Valois was not included in the Executive Session discussion on this issue.
To answer a question raised in the workshop – should penalty and interest be waived on overdue real estate tax. My advice to the board, generally that would not be waived. Interest and penalty become a part of the tax and is leined and should be paid. 
Engineer:

All information regarding the NOV on the Niklaus property on Newgate Road has been received.  Spoke with Niklaus and he would like a meeting to review this information and any deficiencies and violations issued last year.  If no additional deficiencies and all conditions met,  I would make the appropriate recommendations to the Supervisors at that time. 

Discussions with Walmart and the retaining wall they are planning.  The wall will not be exposed.  Used as a form of support of the hillside as they put in the toe drains and prevent the hill from any slides.  They have not put in the proper documentation to the Township.  Requested the design.  It is currently being reviewed by Garvin Boward and should be done within the next week.  Spoke with Roger ???? to set up a site visit. Regarding this visit.  20-30 ft deep x 840 ft. long.  All cost of reviews are covered by Walmart.  

Communication received from Mr. Rocky as well as photos showing mold in his basement that he feels is a result of the work on the Niklaus property.  Submitted to Rosensteel and Means for review and recommendation.

Rosensteel stated that Niklaus submitted a plan for his stormwater management plan.  The county has some issues with the plan where the runoff is coming down his driveway to Newgate Road.  Currently reviewing the plans and will be meeting with him next week.  Storm sewer system would be needed on Newgate Road.
