Valois moved to accept Minutes of March 26, 2013, Kilbuck Township Workshop and Board of Supervisors Meetings.  Tomaro 2nd, approved 3-0.

· Letter from Allegheny County Conservation District authorizing storm water discharge during the construction on the project on Carey’s Bluff.

· Audit Report from Ben Avon Fire Department regarding Fire Relief checks received from the State.

· Letter from the Pennsylvania State Association of Townships on 2013-14 Policy Statements and information for the next two years.

· Letter from FEMA regarding changes to the  Flood Plain Maps, further information to be competed by the Engineer.  Also, the FEMA class will be
held by the COG on Wednesday, May 29 for the elected officials and all the communities to get their certifications for FEMA and PEMA monies.
· Received CD40 Packet from Allegheny County Economic Development for projects and house demos, due by the end of May.
Finance:
Financials and list of bills discussed at workshop. Monies from the sale of the firehouse reflected in this months report and deposited in the General Fund.  Discussion to set up a separate account for capital projects.  Real estate tax monies coming in.
Solicitor:

Advisory opinion sent to the Ethics Committee regarding possible rental of a portion of the Township building to a Supervisor. Letter dated April 17, recommendation expected in 21 business days.  Translates to approximately four weeks (mid-May).
Engineer:

Two roadway projects, Semple Avenue and Courtney Mill   Road.  Approval to advertise for bids.
Approval to have the secretary advertise for crack sealing. Dilmore to use the same specs from the previous year for requirements of product.
Dickson Avenue project began April 22. Dilmore confirmed that the project did, in fact begin. Letters sent to those residents affected.  One Calls placed.  Digging to start Wednesday.

Nicklaus property issues on storm water management still not answered.  No design submitted to date.

Walmart has scheduled a meeting for next week to discuss  the retaining wall.

We are waiting for the geotechnical report on Wilson Road.

Safety:

· No report Emsworth.  No report for a few months, Tomaro to follow up.
· Ben Avon report submitted – no calls for the month.

· Police report as submitted. 
Chief Miklos questioned whether the Township has an ordinance regarding firearms.  Neighbors on Roosevelt Road reported shots were fired .  Solicitor Means found an Ordinance from 1989 prohibiting firearms with exceptions  to police, funerals or Office of the USA, owner of a property for animal control.   Permit required from police.  Target shooting not permitted.  Further discussion on hunting in Kilbuck Township.
Discussion regarding trailers being removed on Harmony Road.

Reported cars speeding on Old Camp Horne Road after school.  

Means found ordinance from 1989 regarding the discharge of firearms.  The use is prohibited with exemptions to the police, at a funeral, officer employed with the United States of America, also property owners discharging firearms in destruction of  predatory animals or to any bonified or dully authorized gun or sportsman club. Provided a permit is supplied from the township police department for this purpose.  Under this ordinance, target shooting is not allowed.
