New Business:

The meeting was recessed to continue the Executive Session that began during the Workshop portion of the April 28, 2015, meeting to further discuss potential litigation.
Meeting reconvened at 8:00 pm.
Bid openings for the following advertised requests:

No bids received for the roof repair for the Township Building.

No bids received for the landscaping of the Township Building, road maintenance or emergency tree removal.

Received and opened the bid for leasing the office space previously occupied by the police department at the Township Building.  $250/month plus utilities at 33%.  This business is an extension of the business that occupies the garage space.

Tomaro moved to accept the bid from iWDLTechonologies to rent the office space at 343 Eicher Road.  Fader 2nd. Carried 3-0.
Valois moved to authorize the Secretary to advertise the Street Opening Ordinance if necessary.  Tomaro 2nd. Carried 3-0.

Valois noted that they reexamined the roof to date and after the repairs that were done in the fall of 2014, it does not appear to be leaking.  We will revisit the roof repair at a later date.

Valois moved to have the Secretary re-advertise for landscaping services as previously advertised.  Tomaro 2nd. Carried 3-0.

Discussion followed regarding the QVCOG and the current status of the office. These meetings are dealing more with personnel issues rather than helping the communities obtain services and commodities.  Going forward, the Township will not be represented at this time.
