MINUTES

       June 25, 2013
Meeting called to order by Tomaro at 7:00 pm.
Pledge of Allegiance.

Attendance:  Tomaro, Valois, Means, Mignogna, Dilmore and Makatura.  
Tomaro moved to accept Minutes of May 26, 2013, Kilbuck Township Workshop and Board of Supervisors Meetings.  Valois 2nd, approved 2-0. 
Public Comment:

        993 Norwood Avenue 
Questioning Central Tax and why residents were not billed for 9 months and his bill is now $850, why billed for quarter we were billed previously and why there was a major increase in the Kilbuck portion of the sewage bill and where that money is going. 

Dilmore explained Central Tax went bankrupt and the process of getting the information to Jordan Tax Service. Further discussion regarding our records from Central Tax and where are they now.  Mr. McKenzie that residents are required to obtain cancelled checks to prove payment to Jordan Tax. 

Advised that credits have been issued on those quarter that were already billed and paid through Central Tax.  
Dilmore explained that the $20 service fee and $4.00/thousand gallons has not be changed in years.  ALCOSAN has increased.  Obtained copy of bills to help rectify inaccuracies.  Further discussion regarding those on septic tanks and how are they being billed for sewage repairs.  Dilmore stated that storm water is not being billed.

Also questioning the sewage bill.  Will wait to see how all the other accounts are settled.  Dilmore stated that the Administration Office is dealing with them on an individual  basis.  Once all rates are determined and are correct, we will plan a letter to residents explaining rates.
Stated that he sent an estimated earned income tax payment to Centax in January of 2013 that has not been cashed nor returned.  Advised that Keystone Tax Collections Group is now responsible for earned income tax.  Dilmore asked for information to help resolve the issue.

Wanted an explanation of the sewage fund and extra charges and what they are used for and how much money is being spent from this fund.  Dilmore explained that this fund is used to pay the ALCOSAN bill.  What is the portion used from Kilbuck being used for.  Dilmore  explained that this is a service fee to pay West View Water and Jordan Tax for collecting the sewage monies.

Questioned if we have received any funds from the receivership of Centax.  Means explained that the receivership has set up a procedure to see what records are available an account for any monies that are owed.  If the Township can identify anything that Centax owes then we will make that claim.  We have received a check for $3200, but it is not specific whether this money is for real estate or earned income.  Also received money from Berkheimer as well.

Appealing to the Supervisors for help regarding the neighbors tree that was struck by lightening and fallen and to get them to clean up the debris.  They are afraid of the dogs owned by the neighbor and have had no luck approaching the neighbor.

Solicitor advised that the Supervisors have no reason to become involved, this is a neighbor to neighbor issue. Advised we deal with trees on the roads not on private property. The Wintermantels are concerned for their safety due to the pitbulls owned by these neighbors as they have a history of attacking.  They also have existing legal issues regarding the dogs.  
The tree is 10ft from the property line and could fall on the house.  Solicitor recommened contacting their insurance company.

Chief Micklos volunteered to speak to the neighbors as a public service, however, does not guarantee they will do anything regarding the tree.

· Traditions of America, development on the Lenzner property.  Resolution submitted for a Plan Revision for New Land Development.

· Monti Subdivision approved by the Planning Commission.
· Animal Friends submitted a plan for a temporary gravel parking lot.  The plan is under review and will be presented at the July Planning Commission Meeting.  Animal Friends also have a sales agreement with Brian Niklaus for an additional 25 acres.
· Nicklaus property: All the requested information has been submitted and reviewed.  The grading permit will be issued.  A bond of $24,598.47 is required plus the cost of the grading permit for the total volume of cut and fill which is 10,570 cubic yards.  The plan has been received for the new inlet on Newgate Road. However, if the drainage issue across from 49 Newgate is not resolved, a second inlet may be needed. 
· Lowries Run Joint Operating Committee submitted a revised Act 537 Sewage Facilities Plan for the Lowries Run sewershed.  Need authoriziation to review the revised plan.

· Valois questioned if we were still in need of the core borings on Wilson Road and whether we were using Beaty or Garvin Bower.

Valois moved to authorize the Township Engineer to work on the specifications for Thornridge for the installation of catch basins and also move to deauthorize the motion we made during the May 2013 meeting to allocate $2500 for that same repair.  Tomaro 2nd.
Discussion, Tomaro explained that we thought we could do a repaving but the engineer reviewed and recommended catch basins.
Motion carried 2-0.

Valois moved to accept the Monti subsivision plan as approved by the Planning Commission at the June meeting.  Tomaro 2nd. Carried 2-0.

Valois moved to accept the New Land Development Resolution #R-13-05, for the Traditions of America development  contingent on meeting all demands of the Engineer. Tomaro 2nd. Carried 2-0.

Valois moved for the Township Engineer to review the revised Act 537 sewage facilities plan for Lowries Run sewershed. Tomaro 2nd.

Valois questioned how much time would be need to review. Mignogna advised approximately 2 days.
