Concerning the Eicher Road sign at Roosevelt Road is still missing.  Discussion followed.
Question regarding the article in the Citizen concerning Ben Avon permitting a dog training class in Avon Park.  It was determined that Ben Avon leases the property from Kilbuck and can do as they wish with the property.

Reviewed the Searight proposal for Kingsford Drive. Recommended rip rap at the outfall.

Rosensteel reported regarding soil nailing on Wilson Road wall.  Similar situation existed in Monroeville and solved with a wall utilizing soil nailing and micropiling. Detailed discussion followed to describe this type of wall and how it works. We can still utilize the core boring reports from ACA Engineering.  May require a geotech engineer to review the Monroeville study and specifications that it could work.  Basically it is a design and build wall.  Right of way permits would be necessary since there will be state impact on Perrysville Avenue.  Cost for Monroeville was approximately 25% less than the soldier beam and lagging wall.  Can do in phases to increase the section to complete.
