Solicitor:

Ordinance to clarify the discount period of Real Estate tax. 
Solicitor read:  The Real Estate Tax Collector shall issue the real estate tax bill so that they can be paid annual with a 2% discount in April and May, at face in June and July and with a 10% penalty thereafter. 

This is the standard under the state law. In 1994 the Township  reduced the discount period to only 1 month. Jordan discovered the error and it has been corrected and handled correctly this year.

· Walmart submitted application for grading permit and has been reviewed.  Letter of credit needs to be extended for the bond as has been done in the past.
· Traditions of America submitted plans for Phase 2.
Benching required for our ordinance. Some may not be able to be done and they will submit a request for a variance. No plans received to date.  Planning Commission will need to review and vote.

· Review FEMA Flood Insurance Rate Map.  Kilbuck is currently part of the National Flood Insurance Program and a revised ordinance must be adopted prior to September 26, 2014, in order to have continued eligibility in the program.
Solicitor confirmed it will be ready for approval before September. Map available on FEMA website for review.
· Discussion followed regarding Walmart. Dilmore stated that Walmart will be complete this summer, the contract is up in June.  All signage and fence around perimeters. Supervisors will be able to tour the property. Walmart will supply a plan for how this property will be monitored by police, keys available to us, etc.   Solicitor asked if we will receive final plans of the property. Some type of Maintenance Manual should be supplied to us regarding all procedures from land movement to police protection and all contacts for this purpose.
