· Semple Avenue bids received and opened July 19, 2013. Low bidder is Morgan Excavating, LP of Belle Vernon, PA, $48,241.00.  Supervisors will table this bid at this time.
Courtney Mill Road bids received and opened July 19, 2013. Low bidder is Independent Enterprises of Bridgeville, PA  $35,010.00.  Per discussions in the workshop the supervisors will make a motion to accept the bid. Engineer wanted to clarify that they wanted to do this prior to speaking to Shannopin.  All Superviors agreed, yes.

Valois moved to accept the bid from Independent Enterprises of Bridgeville, PA, in the amount of $35,010.00 for the Courtney Mill Road project, Contract #2013-02.  Tamaro 2nd. Carried 3-0.

Engineer stated that she will put the contract documents together to be signed.  This is a conditional award based on receipt of approval of contract documents and bond.
· Draft Feasibility Study provided for review. No recommended repairs required.

· Animal Friends gravel parking lot approved by Planning Commission.
· Niklaus paid for and received grading permit fee and posted an acceptable bond.  
· Thornridge Road Storm Sewer, 60 ft. of 15” HPDE pipe, new inlet structure and curbing.  Possible easement needed from homeowner for installation and maintenance of new storm sewer.
· Lowries Run Act 537 Sewage Facilities Plan Updated reviewed.  Feasibility report just received today and most be approved and submitted by July 31, 2013. Proposes an upstream treatment plan located in Ohio Township.

Valois moved to approve submittal of report of the Feasibility Study due July 31,2013, incorporated with the Townships comments. Tomaro 2nd.
